7.1 End of year party
NW updated on the information regarding the Candlelight for a venue for the end of term party, confirming the following details:

· It holds upto 200

· Ideally we need up to 100 attendees for free hire which would then include his bar staff.

· To hire the doorman would cost an additional £65 for a 5 hour shift

· To hire his DJ’s would cost an additional £100 - £150 for a 5 hour shift OR we could get our own DJ.

· They can provide a buffet from £3.50 to £5.50 per head OR we could provide our own.

· They can provide a decorating service if we advise them of a theme.

· Thought a possible theme could be Beach Party or Grease.

Candlelight Pro’s

· In town

· Nr Bus Station

· Good links with taxi company

· It’s a licensed premises 

· Can have own catering

Candlelight Cons

· The Theme is limited as it is a retro club

· Might not appeal to all student demographics

· Possibly have to pay for parking

· It is a licensed premises (this is both a pos and a neg for all student demographics)

Blue Tiffin Pro’s

· Really good food

· Halal Food

· Lots of free parking

· Licensed bar

· Restaurant venue, and as such would follow health and Safety regulations

Blue Tiffin Cons

· Size of the venue, it is very big and would probably need good numbers attending

· Has to be held on a Monday through to Thursday otherwise the costs increase

· Location – limited transport links

· Music type, possibly Bollywood and could deter some students.

· Do not know what numbers they want for the cost quoted.

Summer Party
I have been in touch with three venues in the town centre. The Queen Elizabeth Hall was very expensive and so I don’t think this is viable. Tokyo have got back to me asking what dates we would require, whether it is at weekend or during the week and any other information so I will throw this out to the Committee. To hire Tokyo however, I envisage will come with a cost. I have also been in touch with a place called The Candlelight. This is a free venue to hire, they have catering facilities or we can use outside catering. There are two bars, an upstairs and downstairs both with seating areas and a dance floor. This is also ideal as it is directly behind the bus station and there are lots of taxis around. I have had a reply from them asking similar questions as Tokyo therefore I think we need to work out a date or possible dates and then I can get quotes for the next meeting.

Other work

I have written a report on student parents which is in response to a survey I carried out which included students from all 3 campuses. There was a general lack of happiness around the café at UCO and I understand this is something that has been brought up numerous times before. I have made some recommendations in my report around the café here including more proper meals rather than just snacks, and also to be more children friendly.

Tuition fees

There will be a ‘flashmob’ in the Plaza at the Queensgate campus followed by a protest and also a video made around this. There will also be a protest march at UCB which was organised by the committee there. I am unaware if UCO is doing anything for this.

·         They can provide the buffet with 3 different starters (Chicken, Meat and Vegetable) and 3 different main meals (Chicken, Meat and Vegetable) with rice and Nan bread.

·         This will cost £12.95 per person but I strongly feel that I can get this for approx £10 if I discuss further.

·         They can provide us with DJ which will be another £150 approx for that night unless we want to organise our own entertainment.

·         They do sell alcohol drinks there so we will be safe on this side.

·         This will have to be any night between Monday-Thursday nights or else price will be more.

·         Venue Theme will come from Sadaf as discussed at last campus meeting.



Given the situation above, I still recommend you all to think about the venue we were going to use last year as it is very close to the campus and will encourage more people to join the party.
