7.   Ordinary business - non standing items
7.1 End of year party
In addition to the previously discussed venues for the end of year party Imran had discovered a further venue called Delight Spice. Although Delight Spice may have what is needed for the party Natalie raised concern over the location of the restaurant and whether the price of the ticket may put students off. 

Both Imran and Natalie agreed that Blue Tiffin was too big and to far from the campus to make it easily accessible from campus. 

No decision was made between Delight Spice and Candlelight as both venues offer a different perspective on what the end of party may involve. All agreed that it is hard to make a decision without seeing what they actually look like, and how easy they are to find form the Campus. 
Imran is to organise a time for the committee to visit both venues so that an informed decision can be made asap.
7.2 Lions’ Lair Volunteering
The Lions’ Lair volunteering project has now been launched and available for all students to get involved in across the whole of Oldham. The project gives students the opportunity to bid for up to £2000 worth of funding to run their very own volunteering project in Oldham. Information about the opportunity shall be available online, via email and by popping into the Students’ Union.

Imran confirmed this was a great opportunity and may look into the Cricket Club doing something.  
7.3 UCB Fact Finder
Natalie suggested that it may be a good idea to find out some of the wants and needs of students at UCO. The UCB Campus Committee have recently conduced a fact finder looking at 4 specific areas where improvements can be made in the Union and the Campus. Natalie feels this would be a great way of focusing our efforts and give real student opinion. 
Imran agreed that the committee could possibly look into running something similar. Matt is to email the examples from UCB to the Committee members. 
7.4 Proposal to invite Debbie Abrahams to campus and how can we work with Oldham College on this
Natalie thought that following the recent by election, now would be the perfect time to invite newly elected Debbie Abrahams onto campus for a tour. Natalie also thought that this could be combined with a filmed question and answer session with Debbie on issues relating to students. The other Oldham based MP could also be involved. This could be in partnership with student representatives at Oldham College and Oldham Sixth Form College. 

Imran agreed and would love to be involved with a few questions and meeting Debbie. Natalie is to continue working on this project and keep the Committee up to date on any developments.
