To hire Tokyo however, I envisage will come with a cost. I have also been in touch with a place called The Candlelight. This is a free venue to hire, they have catering facilities or we can use outside catering. There are two bars, an upstairs and downstairs both with seating areas and a dance floor. This is also ideal as it is directly behind the bus station and there are lots of taxis around.
