· Executive Officers and the Barnsley Campus Committee should lead research into how many students would be interested in using such a service and how much they would actually use it

· A fee should be charged for any such service and that this should be less than the train fair – currently around £6 with a rail card

· Funding options should be looked at – perhaps the University should be approached

HBO Cup

Kieran Elsby (Student Activities) reports that the cup to be held between Huddersfield, Oldham and Barnsley campus is still in its early stages. With only one common sports team at all three campuses – Football – the cup is most likely to revolve around this sport (unless other common sports teams are set up beforehand).

Barnsley Campus Committee
Formal Venue Hire

Vijay, Edward and Matt Short have undertaken research into putting on a formal event for students at Barnsley. We have visited Tankersley Manor and Brooklands. Below is a run through of some of the information about what each of the venues has to offer. 

The aim is to discuss the possibilities of:

· Is this something that students want?

· If it is, when would they want it?

· How much would they pay?

· How far would they travel?

· Is there anything that it could be tied in with (ie. Campus Based Awards)?

· What else would the night involve 

Tankersley Manor
· Whole room holds 200 people on round tables that seat 8-10 people. The room can be split into 3 with each 3rd holding approximately 50-60. Another option would be to have long trestle tables. 

· The Venue has a separate entrance with a patio area and space for a drinks reception in either the foyer or a side room. 

· They have a house DJ that costs £195 and have an agency that they hire bands and entertainment through. (rhythm of your choice and 77 entertainment)

· Preferential rates on rooms are available to guests at an event. 

· Menus start at a maximum of £29.95 with no room hire charge

Brooklands

· 100-110 for 1/2 room on round tables seating 8-10. This could be doubled for whole room.
· Min 60 for a dinner or 100 min for a finger buffet.
· No reception area that is separate to the main entrance. 
· House DJ £225. Bands start at £500+
· Menus start at £26.50 for a chicken based dinner. No room hire. £350 for room hire if we choose to have a finger buffet. 
· Deposit normally £250
