Walkabout Student Discount

Before I was elected, I was already in talks with Liam Poyner (Marketing Manager) and Greg Harding (General Manager) at Walkabout with regards to the 25% discount students received last year on food & drink which had been reduced to 20% this year only on food.  This discount has now also been applied onto food purchased at Walkabout Barnsley only for students (with a registered boomerang card) and the drinks 20% promotion remains the same.  Students can also collect points on their cards and receive rewards on this.

Winter Party

All students like a party; therefore a Winter Party has been set up in conjunction with Walkabout on Thursday 9th December.  The party will commence at 8PM until the early hours.  Posters have been displayed around the campus along with a dedicated event page on Facebook for this.  Tickets will be available from the Students’ Union office at £3 and a buffet will be provided by Walkabout.  Live Bands & a DJ will be playing all night long and great discounts will be available on drinks including 241 offers on all cocktails and mixers along with the usual 20% discount on all other drinks.  

Fact Finder

I have been involved with the other campus committee members to conduct the fact finder survey to find out what students want from their Student Union.  By doing this it allows us to tailor the student union to meet students’ requirements and ensure we are providing a service which is positive and gets as many students as possible involved in our activities and what we do.
